KEY POINTS 

• When Jesus encounters Mary Magdalen at the tomb, He gives her insight into 
her new relationship status: “I am ascending to my Father and your Father, to my 
God and your God.” 

• The resurrection changes the status of our lives into a born-again life.  

• A new life where our past is behind us and not counted against us. 

• A new life that hinges on faith in the resurrection and not on works. 

• A new life that is loved and guarded. 

• A new life that is prayed for by Jesus daily. 

• A new life culminated in a glorified body.
